(DR).  DR is a part of Send Relief.  He has been in the midst of devastaGon direcGng feeding teams, 
chainsaw crews, etc. At one site, the local church, a Disaster Relief mass feeding unit, and the 
NaGonal Guard are all working together to serve a drive-through feeding operaGon.  Gary was 
delivering food to the site using a rented pick-up truck.  Gary took pictures of some of the damage: 
a big tree was removed from one home and a temporary tarp added and a trees on another home. 
There are many similar damages in both Georgia and South Carolina where he has worked.   
  

He has also done some assessment and chaplaincy; but now is working in the Atlanta area as a part 
of unified command   where he is assisGng five site leaders in Georgia; and will help set up nine 
more sites along the Georgia/Florida border with plans to mobilize teams through November.
